Club Rules

On joining or renewing your membership to the club you agree to abide by the following rules
Not abiding by the rules will result in you being asked to leave the court and should the violation be serious or you receive more than three written warnings may be asked to leave the Club without refund of your membership fees.

1) Membership 

i. Membership of the Club shall be open to all.

ii. The membership categories are: 

1. Family membership.

2. Senior membership. 

3. Midweek membership.

4. Young Adult membership.

5. Junior.

6. Young Junior.

7. Married Couple.

(Please see membership forms for full details)

iii. The Club may withdraw the membership of any member who contravenes the Rules of the Club or brings the Clubs reputation into disrepute. 

iv. A member’s shoe tag is proof of membership and should be available for inspection when playing; failure to prove membership will result in you being asked to leave the courts. 

v. Members may bring only one guest on any one occasion. The same guest may not be invited on more than 3 occasions per year. Junior Members may not bring senior guests (with the exception of their parents). 

vi. Members under 12 years of age should be supervised by a responsible adult (aged 18+) at all times. 

2) Guests

i. A guest must be accompanied and playing with a member and is subject to rule 1 (v) above).

ii. Guests must pay a court fee of £3.00 and this should be left in the supplied envelope at the bar.  If the bar is closed please slip the envelope through the grill.

iii. Potential new members my play 3 times before joining, but must make themselves known to a committee members or a member of the coaching team before using the courts.

3) Dress, Behaviour and Court Care 
i. Appropriate attire must be worn on the courts. Tops must be worn at all times. (Denim and board shorts/beachwear are not deemed appropriate).

ii. Always wear soft-soled tennis shoes. Non-marking shoes must be worn, if shoes are marking the surface you will be asked to leave the court. 

iii. Un-sportsmanship, noisy behaviour and foul language will not be tolerated. Any infringement of this rule will result in the player concerned being asked to leave the court. 

iv. Do not place heavy objects on the surface. Sharp toys, roller skates, in-line skates, bicycles and scooters etc. are not permitted to be used on the courts surface. 

v. All litter must be removed from the court and placed in the litter bin. 

vi. After play the net must be lowered to a halfway point to release the tension. 

vii. Never lean on, or attempt to jump the net. 

viii. Chewing gum is not permitted on court. 

ix. No smoking within the courts enclosure, and cigarette ends are to be placed in the bin provided.

4) Subscriptions 
i. Subscriptions shall be subject to review. 

ii. All subscriptions must be up to date.

iii. All renewals paid by instalments must be paid in full by 31st July each year.

5) Use of Courts 
i. Courts may be used between 8:00 and 22:30 hours.

ii. Inter-Club matches have priority on courts over all other court usage (every effort will be taken to keep matches to one per session, but this is not always possible).

iii. On joining the Club, members will be given a shoe tag and those aged 16 and over will be given a key to the pavilion. Lost keys will need to be replaced at a cost of £7.00, and lost shoe tag at £1.00. 

iv. Courts may be booked on the board provided.

v. Booked courts take priority and you must vacate the court if asked to by those who have booked the court.

vi. Adult sessions are open to all those aged 16 and over other younger members may attend by invitation only. 

6) Coaching 
i. All coaching to be provided by the nominated provider only.

ii. Junior coaching has priority before 18:00 hours Monday to Friday and from 08:00 to 13:00 on Saturdays.

7) Animals 
i. No animals are allowed on the courts.
